Police Service Act Hearing

When considering Woodstock Police officers responded to approximately 15,900 calls for
assistance and self-generated investigations involving a very wide variety of difficult
circumstances and people, a total of nine (9) conduct complaints is well within acceptable
limits. Also, take into account that six (6) of those nine (9) complaints were either
withdrawn by the complainant, deemed frivolous/vexatious or unsubstantiated through
investigation. The Woodstock Police Service remains fully committed to ensuring our
citizens receive the highest standard of professional service possible. Every complaint /
internal investigation is thoroughly conducted and reviewed.
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Use of Force Review

The Police Services Act mandates that members of a police service submit a use-of-force
report to the Chief of Police whenever the member:
e Draws a handgun in the presence of a member of the public, excluding a
member of the police force while on duty, or discharges a firearm
e Uses a weapon other than a firearm on another person; or
e Uses physical force on another person that results in an injury requiring
medical attention
The f2010 ARFouracle WUseep o r thédiffdrensusea-of-foree options
engaged by our officers on frontline policing duty. There were a total of twenty-five (25)
reports submitted during 2010. This is a slight reduction to the number of reports
submitted during 2009, when thirty-one (31) reports were submitted. The reduction of
incidents may be related to the reduction of both the authorized strength of the police
service and the reduced jurisdiction which occurred during the fourth quarter of 2009.
